The UNSSC Knowledge Centre for Sustainable Development, officially opened in January 2016, is
an integral part of the United Nations System Staff College tasked to provide support to the UN
system in implementing the sustainable development agenda through learning, training and
knowledge management. It supports, in collaboration with relevant UN and non-UN institutions, the
policy and operational work of the UN and member states through the development of learning
tools, platforms of interaction and executive programmes around the five dimensions of the 2030
Agenda.

With the rapid expansion of activities, the KCSD needs an experienced individual contractor who
can provide temporary support during the peak period of the Team’s yearly work plan.

Terms of reference

platforms, such as Mural, Miro, Jamboard, Padlet, Moodle or other;



e Provide general support services at online workshops, training sessions and meetings,
including preparation of background materials, exercises and documentation;

e Support relations and arrangements with clients, participants and faculty as well as with
vendors and service providers;

e Support the planning, internal coordination, marketing and communication of activities;
¢ Maintaining records and ensuring proper filing systems are in place;
